Bus Information: The privilege of riding a bus carries with it somesponsibilities on the part of the student’s
parents or guardians. Drivers are expected to kedgr and discipline on the bus, but their magsponsibility has
to be driving the bus.

In
so doing, the District is providing for the anonyyndf the reporting individual and is further prdirig a means of
timely reporting of crime at school.

Rather, it is an effort to maintaia Hafe learning
environment of the school districts and promotedjoitizenship on the part of its students and st&8tudents,
when given a sense of ownership within their scleowironment, will generally respond in a positmanner.

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Appendix A School Enrollment and Attendance

New Student Registration/Guardianship

According to law 37-15-11, Whenever any minor clsiégtks or applies to enroll or gain entrance toparbjic
school in this state, and such child is not accanigshby his parent, natural or adoptive, who islggesponsible
for said child, or such child is not accompaniechis/general guardian, if a guardian has been apgmbfor him,
the school official or officials or teacher to whauch child applies or reports for enrollment omésion, may
delay consideration of the enrollment or enlistmEfrguch minor child and require such parent ordjaa to
accompany such child and apply for such enrollragt admission into said school for and on behasuch minor
child.

In other words, a legal document signed by a judgeust be presented when someone OTHER THAN a
parent registers a child. This document must provéhat the person registering the student is a legal
guardian.

Transfer Of School Records

Lafayette County School will forward educationatords on request to a school in which a studesitsser intends
to enroll. Parents or guardians have a right ¢eive a copy of the record, if desired, and havegportunity for a
hearing to challenge the content of the record.

Attendance

The Lafayette County School Board recognizes thmmance of student attendance to insure educatianas.
Good school attendance and promptness are extrémgdytant elements of a successful school prograhe
right to attend public school places an accompang@&sponsibility upon the student and their pareantrive for
perfect attendance. Parents will be notified byl ed@out student absences at increments of 5,3.and 20
absences. This procedure allows the parent therapyty to have written documentation of the sdhvecord
concerning absences for their child. It also aldre school office personnel if there is a sitrationcerning
absences that needs to be explored with the famillge Lafayette County School District attendaoffier.

For purposes of this policy, an absence shall lsesed if it is due to one of the following validceses:

1. Attendance at an authorized school activity with phior approval of the superintendent of the stdedrict or his

designee.

lliness or injury, which prevents the student frbaing physically able to attend school.

When isolation is ordered by the county healthceffj by the State Board of Health or appropriat®stofficial.

Death or serious illness of a member of the immed&mily, which includes children, spouse, gramdpts, parents,

brothers, sisters, stepbrothers, and stepsisters.

5. A medical or dental appointment.

6. Attendance at the proceedings of a court or anm@idimative tribunal if the student is a party te tiction or under subpoena
as a witness.

7. Observance of a religious event, with the priorrapgl of the superintendent or his designee. (Aparshould not be
withheld unless, in the professional judgment ef$hperintendent or his designee, the extent aittkence would
adversely affect the student's education).

8. Participation in a valid educational opportunityck as travel including vacations or other famigwel, with the prior
approval of the superintendent or his designegpfdval shall be based on the professional judgmEtite superintendent
or his designee but shall not be withheld unlessetttent of the absence would adversely affecstil@ent's education).

9. Other conditions sufficient to warrant nonattendaveith prior approval of the superintendent ordesignee.
